COVID situation:

Ecclesias in rural areas have been able to meet together for some time now. The easing of restrictions in densely
populated cities, such as Metro Manila and surrounds, now allows ecclesias in those areas to meet together face
to face for the first time since the beginning of the COVID pandemic. The use of Zoom during the pandemic has
opened up opportunities that will continue to be used when the effects of the pandemic have come to an end.
